Day 1. Washington D.C. — Corning — Niagara Falls (12/28 Friday)

Deluxe Hotel: Adam’s Mark/Radisson/Holiday Inn or equivalent
Economy Hotel: Quality Inn/Best Western/ Days Inn or equivalent

We will departure at Holiday Inn Hotel at 6:45am (HOLIDAY INN: 2 Montgomery Village Avenue,
Gaithersburg, MD 20879) and We will arrive at one of the 500 fortune corporation headquarter — Corning
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Museum of Glass around the noon. Corning Museum of Glass maintains the most comprehensive
collections of historic and art glass in the world with 35,000 glass pieces representing 35 centuries of
glass craftsmanship. We are inviting guests to enjoy the Hot Glass Show that will perform by professional
glass technicians. Also, will have chance to know how the ancient Egyptian made the world first glass
mask 3,000 years ago! In the afternoon, we will arrive at the world-renowned Niagara Falls. Here, guests
can overlook the deafening roar of the American Falls, the Horseshoe Falls and the Bridal Veil Falls! If
time allows, guests will have chance to take the impressive and exciting Niagara Jet Boat — an exclusive
ride on the Niagara River which makes the tour unforgettable and refreshing by playing in the whitewater
rapids. (*Jet Boat tour will be closed under tough weather or river icy condition.)
