It takes 

eight years to complete and is quite famous for the magnificent scenery. The former California 

governor Arnold Schwarzenegger’s movie “True Lies” was also filmed in Key West. The 

amazing scenery along the south nation and colorful beaches will make you feel in a fairy land. 

Here guests can take pictures with its landmark “the edge of the sky, the rim of the sea”. The next 



famous stop is the home of the former residence---Nobel Prize winners Hemingway ($13 per 

person). After that, tourists can buy some souvenirs in local stores. On the way back to hotel, 

guests will have a chance to see the fabulous sunset.

We will have the chance to explore the inner structure of The 

White House, taking photographs with Oval Office desk aka The Resolute Desk. The 

great names will be memorized and honored forever. Next, we will visit the White House 

(exterior, reverse side of $20 Bill). We will also visit the U.S. Department of Treasury 

(exterior, reverse side of $10 Bill), Lincoln Memorial, Korean War Memorial and 

Vietnam War Memorial. Lincoln Memorial(reverse side of $5 Bill) is built in recognition

You can also optionally 

watch a Niagara IMAX movie which chronicles more than 12,000 years of history and examines 

human interaction with the falls from ancient time through the people - like you - who come to 

see them today.
