You will enjoy a brief stop at the famous
Sterling Memorial Library, which was designed by James Gamble Rogers as the centerpiece of Yale’s
Gothic Revival campus. (In case tour areas closed due to school’s schedule, campus tour will only take
place in the public open area.) We will return to New York by the afternoon.
