Itinerary 

Day 1: Snoqualmie Falls – Seattle Germantown  
See the Snoqualmie Falls, one of Washington State’s most popular scenic attractions visited by 1.5 

million visitors every year .Explore the German village 2.5 hours northwest from Seattle, the most 

popular town in this area where people celebrates all the time. You can see nice maple leaves here in falls. 

Leavenworth The town site was across the Wenatchee River from Icicle and was named Leavenworth the 

same year the rail construction began. Captain Charles Leavenworth, president of the Okanogan 

Investment Company, purchased the land in the present-day downtown and laid the streets parallel to the 

new railroad tracks .The railroad construction was completed during the winter of 1893. Lafayette Lamb 

and his brother, Chancery Lamb arrived in 1903 from Iowa to build the second largest sawmill in 

Washington state in winter the town is covered by white snow and holiday decorations. Lovely 

atmosphere can be found here all year round .Enjoy shopping for delicate European souvenirs and the 

famous German food and beer, or try on traditional German clothes.

Day 2: Mt. Rainier National Park 

Mt. Rainier is the tallest volcano of the Continental United States, the 5th tallest mountain of the entire 

US territory. The mountain top is covered by snow all year round. When snow melts, snow water flows 

down in a large volume, which creates beautiful waterfalls and vast lakes meanwhile irrigates the forest 



land. Mount Rainier is circled by the 93-mile-long Wonderland Trail and is covered by several glaciers 

and snowfields totaling some 35 square miles. Carbon Glacier is the largest glacier by volume in the 

contiguous United States, while Emmons Glacier is the largest glacier by area. About 1.8 million people 

visit Mount Rainier National Park each year. Mount Rainier is a popular peak for mountaineering with 

some 10,000 attempts per year with approximately 50% making it to the summit. We will go along the 

Wonderland Trail by stopping at 1-2 scenic spots. （According to the situation of the day）In the 

summer, we will lead you traverse the Volcano mountains.
